Background:
In Brutal Imagination, Cornelius Eady rewrites history; he remixes crimes and their aftermaths. We can say he began the book as a research project, and thus, it is not totally a work of imagination. In 1994, Susan Smith did drown her children in a car in a lake in South Carolina. She blamed the murders on a young black man invented to cover their crimes. In Smith’s case, she directed a composite of the man and many suspects were questioned about for the crime. The case was highly publicized and captured the attention of the nation for extended periods of time; the case is still remixed for popular television series and films. Eady’s cycle of poems is a way of bringing home the news, news from the recent past, and of understanding a historical past. Moreover, the single story is presented in ways we still see happening today. Brutal Imagination can be understood as a remix of the acts and facts. 

In class, we have been reading and understanding Eady’s poems, you have explored the personas from which Eady presents his story, and you have done work with sources from the Smith case. Individually, these poems and articles are representations of what happened, a version of who, what, where, when and why. Now you will write about a more recent event that ties in both past and present. 
 Your Task:
Using a more recent event such as the Stoneman-Douglass School shooting in Florida, the death of Sandra Bland, caging children at the border, the #metoo movement, or the new immigration bans look up some news articles and some historic information on the subject—at least three resources. Write your paper combining these resources as well as inserting your own understanding of the event and its aftermath. You can choose to write from the perspective of someone involved provided your resources support that point of view. 
 This research and writing means integrating quotations, understanding how to comment on quotations, and creating a Works Cited page which we will continue to discuss in class. We will take the paper through several drafts and revisions. You must have drafts each class to get full credit for this assignment. You must also work with Ethan on this paper.
